Drive. Turn left (south) just before the railroad fracks. Arrowhead Drive turns info Bigwater Drive. Proceed down Bigwater
Drive until Lakeview Drive / Red River Trail, furn right (west). Continue for approximately one-half mile to the first road on the
left (south) fo Lake Placid Bible Camp.
