ALL persons over the age of 18 MUST have their adult verification form completed before registration as well.

We are expecting a great turnout so registration must be in by January 30, 2026. Please make sure that you have your registration numbers in on time so that we can make sure that we have enough supplies ordered for our attendees. Our annual Yukon Race is on schedule and one of highlights of our Yukon Adventure.  The boys take the place of the dogs in a sled dog race and make stops at prepositioned points to either answer questions or complete tasks before they move on to the next stop.  If you have made a sled from your experience in the years past, please bring it.  If you don’t have a sled, don’t let that stop you as there are a few of them for use at the camp.  Typically, there are 7 people as part of the team.  There are 5 “dogs”, 1 rider, and 1 “musher.” The race can be done with as few as 4 “dogs,” but it can’t be done with less.  If you are really interested in running the race and don’t have enough boys, don’t be discouraged as we can put some of the smaller groups together so that as many as possible can experience this event.  Every boy on the team WILL BE expected to participate in at least one station.

We will also have the opportunity for the boys to complete their Winter Camping merit (silver). A copy of what to expect for this merit is attached with this letter.  It is of the utmost importance that the boys come prepared to spend a large amount of time outdoors.  There will be many activities to enjoy while we are outdoors so come for the fun and stay for the fellowship.


Most important, after we have spent time outside, we come together to warm up with the fire of the Holy Spirit as we enter a time of worship and devotion.
